Alphabet charts are used to spell out words

·  Establish a consistent response for ‘yes’, e.g a blink or a thumbs up or using voice.

· Conversation partner scans down the lines with their finger and the communicator identifies when the correct line is reached.  

· If the communicator cannot see the chart read out the first letter of each line or say “A to D” or “A, B, C, D” and give time for a response.

· Conversation partner scans across that line reading each letter out and the communicator identifies when the correct letter is reached.

· If the person does not indicate a letter, read the line through again, and then go to ‘space’ or ‘wrong’.

· Continue this way until a word is spelled out.
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
